32. Item #22-2024 Request to Accept a Grant Award for the Sawyer Road/Street Culvert
The Maine Natural Resource Conservation Program (MNRCP) has awarded the Towns of Cape Elizabeth and Scarborough 
$1,590,000 to fund the grant application to remove the portion of Sawyer Road/Street located in the Spurwink Marsh. 

At a joint workshop on March 16, 2022, Cape Elizabeth and Scarborough Town Councils agreed that removal of the portion of 
Sawyer Road/Street that sits in the Spurwink Marsh is preferable to the infrastructure investment needed to maintain the road.

The total project cost is $1,954,000. Cape Elizabeth and Scarborough are both proposing a cash match of $185,000 each to pay for 
the turnarounds, plus $5,000 in-kind match to provide public engagement. On June 12, 2023, the Cape Elizabeth Town Council 
authorized (6-0) a grant application with up to $250,000 in cash match contingent upon a matching contribution from the Town of 
Scarborough.

33. Item #23-2024 Request from the Fort Williams Park Committee to Reallocate Funds for Stairway Projects
In the spring the Fort Williams Park Committee issued an RFP to replace two stairways at Fort Williams Park. The bids received did 
not meet the required standards so the RFP was reissued. The FY 2023 budget allocated $15,000 for the replacement of the 
$agpole stairway and $17,500 for the Picnic Shelter stairway. The estimated cost came in at $153,000.
